JEFFERSON LEWIS COUNTY MUSIC TEACHERS’ ASSOCIATION
CONSTITUTION

 

      ARTICLE I        
1-      The name of this organization shall be the Jefferson-Lewis County Music Teachers’ Association.

2-      The general purpose of this organization shall be to advance the cause of music education through mutual helpfulness and promotion of appropriate projects and activities.

 

      ARTICLE II      
1-       Any person actively engaged in music education in the North Central Zone may become an active member of this association.  Persons actively engaged in music education in bordering areas may be admitted to membership.

2-       Any person interested in music education but not presently engaged in active music teaching may become an association member.

3-       Upon recommendation of the Executive Council, honorary membership may be conferred in recognition of distinguished service in the field of music education in the Jefferson-Lewis County Music Teachers’ Association.

 

ARTICLE III
1-        The officers of the Association shall consist of Past-President, President, President-Elect, Secretary, and Treasurer.

2-        The Executive Council shall consist of the officers (see above) and the two Executive Chairpersons of Band and Chorus for the festival groups.

3-        Other executives shall be chairpeople of standing and special committees (i.e. program, social, publicity, tickets, etc.)

4-        The legislative power of this Association shall be vested in the membership and the Executive Council.

5-        The officers shall be elected by the entire active membership and shall serve for two years.  Chairpeople of standing committees and special committees shall be appointed by the President or elected by the membership upon recommendation of the President.

6-        Election of officers shall take place at the April meeting.  Nominations shall be made by the Nominating Committee and/or from the floor.  Term of office shall begin at the last meeting of the school year.

 

ARTICLE IV
1-        Meetings and Activities:  Meetings shall be held at a place and on dates designated by the Executive Council.  Members of the Executive Council together with chairpeople of committees and activities shall plan and be responsible for the program which may include concerts, lectures, demonstrations, displays, workshops, discussion groups, and social events.

2-        Three Music Festivals (Fall, Winter and Spring), to include Elementary, Junior High and Senior High students, shall be held at member schools on a rotating schedule.  These Festivals shall be held for the purpose of providing the schools with opportunities for the students to participate in larger and more highly selected performing groups than may be ordinarily found in individual schools.

          Rehearsals shall be held prior to the concerts and will serve as educational sessions for both participants and music teachers.  The final concert shall be open to the general public and a reasonable admission fee may be charged to defray a portion of expenditures.

 

ARTICLE V
1-        Any monies received from any source whatsoever shall be turned over the Treasurer and properly receipted.

2-        Funds of the Association shall be disbursed by the Treasurer by check bearing the signature of the Treasurer

 
ARTICLE VI
1-        Seven members shall constitute a business quorum at a regular meeting.

 

ARTICLE VII
1-        Robert’s Rules of Order shall be the legal authority for all business procedures.

 

ARTICLE VIII
1-        This constitution may be amended at a regular business meeting.  A proposed amendment should be presented to and studied by the executive council or an appointed constitution committee.  Notice of the proposed amendment should then be made at a regular business meeting and voted upon at the subsequent regular meeting.

 

 

JEFFERSON LEWIS COUNTY MUSIC TEACHERS’ ASSOCIATION
BY-LAWS

 

ARTICLE I - The duties of the Officers        

1. The Past-President shall serve in an advisory capacity and be a member of the Executive Council.  Whenever possible, this officer shall attend State County President’s meetings.

2. The President shall preside at all meetings and shall serve as the administrative head of the organization.  The President shall be responsible for the operation of the Association and attend State county Presidents’ meetings, whenever possible.

3. The President-Elect shall succeed the President in that office.  The President-Elect shall preside over meetings in the absence of the President, and be the administrative head in all ways if the President is unable to serve.  The President-Elect shall be responsible for publicity for all concerts as well as other advocacy items such as monthly articles in the county papers.

4. The Secretary shall keep accurate record of all business meetings, conduct official correspondence not specifically directed to some other officer, and keep file of letters, forms, and programs.

5. The Treasurer shall be the custodian of all funds.  The Treasurer shall pay by check all bills which are approved by the President.  The Treasurer shall submit an annual report which will contain a proposed budget for the next year.  The Treasurer shall supervise ticket sales at Festivals and supply the funds for change.

 

ARTICLE II - The duty of the Chairpeople

1. The two Executive Chairpeople of Festivals shall be responsible for assisting the host school chairpeople in all matters when needed.  The Executive Chairperson will participate in the selection of Festival Applicants.  In the event a Host Chaiperson has not had prior experience, the Executive Chairperson may act as Festival Chairperson with the Host Chairperson assisting.

2. Secondary Chairpeople shall be responsible for selection of conductors, music, performing personnel, and in general, carry out the activities of the Festival.

3. Librarians shall be responsible for maintenance and loaning of music owned by the Association.

 

ARTICLE III - Fees

1. No dues shall be designated for members at this time.

2. In order to defray expense of providing the Festival Concert experience for the students, a participation fee shall be charged each performing student (currently $6.00 for large ensembles and $7.00 for jazz groups) as well as a yearly participation fee for each school of $50.00.

 

ARTICLE IV

1. These by laws may be amended at a regular business meeting of the Association.  A proposed amendment should be presented to and studied by the Executive Council or an appointed Constitution Committee.  Notice of proposed amendments should then be made at a regular meeting and voted upon at a subsequent regular meeting.
